Time 
We will be learning about the language of time such as o’clock, past and to and some pupils will be learning to tell the time counting in 5 minute intervals.

	Contexts for Learning
Continue to use active spelling resources and activities to introduce new phonemes and develop strategies for blending sounds and spelling new and unfamiliar words.
Handwriting practise using guidelines to encourage children to make their letters tall enough or long enough. 

We are going to be looking at the features of persuasive texts and will be creating an advertising poster for our Christmas show. 


	Contexts for Learning
We will be learning about road safety. We will be focusing on how to cross the roads correctly, walking on country roads and how to make themselves visible, 

We will also be learning about firework safety and the steps that we can take to keep safe on bonfire night.

We will be discussing germs and how these are spread. We will be learning about how to wash our hands correctly and will be using a UV light to demonstrate how effective we are at washing our hands. 
 In PE we will be focusing on social dance. Pupils will be learning to follow movement and sequence patterns with a focus on developing balance and rhythm.

Continuing on from last term we will continue to look at the life of the Celts. We will be learning about the Celtic festival of Samhain and discussing how the festival has changed throughout time. Additionally we will be looking at Celtic roundhouses and comparing our homes to the homes of the Celts
