	Contexts for Learning

Subtraction
Pupils will be working on developing mental and written strategies for subtracting numbers within 1000, 100 or 20 depending on your child’s stage of development.

Money

Pupils will be working on identifying and counting a range of coins and notes. They will be using different calculations to find quantities and calculate change given. They will be participating in a number of practical and written activities such as creating a ‘class shop’ to help them with this concept.
Measurement
We will be learning about different terminology surrounding measure.
Pupils will be engaged in practical activities in which they will be using a variety of instruments to measure, length, height, weight and capacity.
 
	Contexts for Learning
Pupils will be working on a variety of activities to further develop fine motor skills and pencil control. Additionally they will be working through handwriting booklets to develop skills in joined up writing.

Pupils will continue to work through the active literacy programme. They will continue to learn new sounds and spelling rules and participate in multi-sensory activities.

The class will be learning about features of poetry and creating their own poems about the Rainforest. Additionally we will be looking at the features of imaginative stories and will be creating our own story books.  

For talking and listening, pupils will be preparing a solo talk to give to the class on a chosen subject.
