Room for improvement:

I feel the weekly home school booklet could be expanded on as it has very limited information. Also I would regularly like to know my child’s strengths and weaknesses.
An area for improvement would be the overall presentation of work, both how the teacher’s present work to the pupils and their expectations of pupil’s presentation could be improved. This would include teacher’s feedback for improvement and the impact the feedback has on pupil’s next steps and how the pupils respond to it.

The children have very little homework so I am unsure how to support my child or gauge where help may be needed.

I feel that homework is unnecessary and seems more work for teachers to mark!
We are delighted with parents’ responses and will use these results as part of school procedures for evaluating the quality of the education we provide.
