	Contexts for Learning

This term primary 2 will begin by consolidating their knowledge of numbers to 20. We will be using a mixture of Tee-Jay and active resources to read, write, count and order numbers within 20.

Primary 3 will be looking at the concept of multiplication. Through use of Scottish Heineman resources and concrete materials pupils will be introduced to new mathematical vocabulary, learning to count in groups of numbers and will be finishing with the 2x table.
Additionally we will be learning about data handling. Through practical activities we will be learning how to gather data and organise it by criteria.

We will be creating our own charts and diagrams and will be learning how to read and interpret information.


	Contexts for Learning
Pupils will be using active spelling resources and activities to introduce new phonemes and sight words. They will develop knowledge of strategies to enable them to blend sounds and spell new and unfamiliar words.
Pupils will be participating in a range of fine motor activities to strengthen the muscles needed for writing. 

There will also be a focus on joining letters and ensuring they are the correct size and orientation. 
As part of our writing we will keeping a weekend diary. Additionally we will be exploring types of functional writing relating to our topic. 


	Contexts for Learning
In PE the class will be working on developing co-ordination skills. They will be participating in a range of activities to develop skills in throwing, catching and balancing.

	Contexts for Learning
Our topic this term will be farming. We will be learning about different types of farming, the range of food produced in Scotland and events that take place throughout the farming year.
We aim to visit a local farm as part of our topic. 

We will also be reading ‘The Sheep Pig’ as our class novel.

Practise counting objects.

Primary 2- Practise counting on and back within 20. Discuss which numbers come before and after. Play number games e.g number flash cards, matching the word to the number, snap etc.  
Primary 3- Practise counting groups of numbers. Create flash cards to practise the 2x table.

Discuss the phoneme of the week and try and find examples of the sound in the wider environment.

When reading look for common words in the story and discuss the meaning of any unfamiliar words. Additionally discuss the pictures and use them to aid understanding and predict what may happen next.  
Participate in activities that encourage fine motor skill development such as cutting, colouring, painting and playdough. 
Encourage good handwriting during homework activities such as leaving spaces between words, making sure letters sit on the line and tall letters touch the top line.
